At the 18th Annual New Jersey League of Municipalities Mayors’ Legislative Day at the New Jersey Statehouse, Mayor Paul A. Hoelscher, Borough of Harrington Park, was inducted into the Elected Officials Hall of Fame on February 24, 2010.  Over 200 Mayors and local officials from around the state, including Governor Christie were in attendance.

The NJLM takes great pride in recognizing elected officials that have governed their municipalities for lengthy terms, guiding their communities through the good times as well as troubled times.  All inductees are either active or retired municipal officials who have served a total of over twenty years either as a council member or as mayor.  

The Elected Officials Hall of Fame shines a light on these pillars in our communities and holds them up as an example of civic pride for all citizens to emulate.
Background Information on Mayor Paul A. Hoelscher, Harrington Park:
Mayor Hoelscher moved to Harrington Park in 1971 with his wife Rosalie and daughter Cheryl.  After being appointed (and serving) as a member of the Environmental Commission and Board of Adjustment, he was elected Councilman in Harrington Park in 1977 through 1983. He then served on the Planning Board prior to being elected as Mayor in 1992.  

Mayor Hoelscher’s background includes being President of his class at William Paterson College, a Master’s Degree in Political Science and History from William Paterson College and a teaching career of 34 years at Passaic Valley High School.  His background in education created a wonderful backdrop for the responsibilities and commitment of being an elected official for the Borough of Harrington Park.  To him, it is always apparent that the local government should work hand in hand with all the residents.  Not just adults, but the children, should be interested and involved in the workings of our municipality.

Every year, Mayor Hoelscher participates in the Reading Across America Program. Being an avid reader himself, he is enabled to share a true passion of his own.  He also has provided the 3rd grade a hands-on Local Government Day, involving the HP Police, DPW and Fire and Ambulance Squads.  This year he created a Government Day with elected officials for the 4th grade.  Mayor Hoelscher has also attended Career Day at the school, makes many classroom presentations, and instituted the Mayor’s Award to a civic-minded, graduating 8th grader.

During Mayor Hoelscher’s years of volunteered tenure, he has spent a great amount of time and effort to secure grants and funding to enhance our town, as well as the Harrington Park Public School.  This list includes school additions, securing open space and creating safer streets and sidewalks for the students and their families. Not only has Mayor Hoelscher been a true advocate for the school system, but he has expressed his concerns and fought for funding for various open space projects that increased our parkland and worked with the Harrington Park Library to become part of the public library system. Shared municipal serves have been incorporated in many ways to help reduce expenditures, without reducing the excellent services that have always been provided to the residents of Harrington Park.  Senior Citizen programs, historic preservation and roadway improvements, have been implemented, all for the betterment of the town.  Finally, Mayor, Paul Hoelscher acknowledges the achievements of our students through the Boy and Girl Scout programs, the sports programs of the school, the Recreation Commission and his annual nominations of Citizen and Volunteer of the year. 
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
